Tips for Getting your Project Funded
In order to provide applicants with the latest information to ensure that a project receives adequate consideration for funding, the following list of tips has been developed.  The chances for funding tend to increase with the more items completed. 

· The application is filled out thoroughly and completely in accordance with directions contained in application packet, but at the same time, is not overly lengthy.  Each funding application has specific instructions as to the accepted length of an application; please refer to the specific application packet for those instructions. 
· The cost estimates/funding being requested are reasonable. (If the entire amount of a particular type of funding allotted to a state is $10 million dollars annually, and a project is requesting a large amount relative to the overall amount, such as $4 million to be awarded in one year, the application may not receive further consideration due to the fact that the states like to be able to fund as many projects as possible.) 
· If the overall project is to be implemented in phases over multiple years, the application needs to reflect the phasing and the corresponding cost breakdown.  This lets reviewers know that an applicant will be applying over a period of several years for the same project, but different phases.  
· Provide the required number of application copies in the format requested, and make sure that they are sent to the appropriate agency.  (Some funding sources require that all applications be sent to KIPDA for KIPDA to forward them on to the state agencies; others require that you send a number of copies to a state agency and send one copy to KIPDA.  Some reviewers want hard copy versions while others prefer either electronic or both.  Please refer to the directions available in the funding application packet.)  If in doubt, please contact KIPDA staff. 
· This project/program has adequate planning support. (Projects and programs that are proposed as a result of a study or plan are more likely to receive consideration for funding than those that do not or are proposals for plans and/or studies.)
· Include letters of support from local public and private organization, local, state, and federal elected officials and other interested parties with the project application.
