 Strengthening the KIPDA Transportation Division Website (www.kipda.org) ς Staff has 

continued to maintain the KIPDA website, adding studies, plans and information as they become 

available.  Users can review drafts, submit comments, email staff, register to be notified of 

meetings and newsletters, as well as translate any page to over 30 different languages.  In 

November, 2009 over 55,000 hits occurred to the KIPDA website, a majority of those on the 

Subscribe page (where users can subscribe to meeting notices, newsletters, etc.), the Census 

Data page, and the Federal Transportation Funding Program page (this page includes a listing of 

federal funding categories that are available).  Links to MPO Member governments and agencies 

are available through the KIPDA website.  Staff has attempted to create a central repository of 

information and links to make it easier for users to gather transportation-related information. 

 Introducing Facebook and Twitter ς Electronic social networking offers new and expansive 

opportunities to reach interested parties.

The Transportation Director is an active member of the Transportation Committee. KIPDA 

follows the activities of GLI, for example, staff has consulted with GLI concerning freight 

information and employment information. 

 Extending Interaction with the Louisville Metro Council ς Staff continues to interact with 

constituents from Louisville Metro Council districts and council members.  

 Developing Relationship with the Southwest Dream Team ς The Southwest Dream Team is an 

organization in Southwest Metro Louisville that supports that geographic area. Staff regularly 

attends their meetings and has developed a good working relationship with them.  

 Extending Education Activities ς Staff has extended outreach to local elementary schools to 

discuss transportation planning and the various types of transportation found in Louisville. 

 Increasing Community Participation at Community Events ς In efforts to educate the public 

about the MPO, we have increased our attendance at community fairs and festivals.   

 Partnering with TARC ς TARC and staff have developed a working relationship to increase 

outreach efforts by both agencies by partnering with the other at various events in terms of

We continue to send news 

releases as well as distributing meeting announcements. Through these efforts, the MPO has 

received tremendous coverage throughout the region. 

 Utilizing the KIPDA Contacts Database ς Staff utilizes the KIPDA Contacts database for general 

outreach efforts, in addition to being able to pull contact information for persons and/or 

industries, such as freight and Title IV areas.  The database currently holds over 6500 records 

with the ability to sort entries into a variety of social, community, economic, and professional 

categories.    

 Increasing Outreach Events ς Since August 2006, staff has either hosted or participated in 318 

events, of which, 147 were in Title VI areas.  All 318 events were accessible by public transit.

 Oldham County Transit Service ς The Oldham County transit service was established through 

committed partnerships between the Oldham County Fiscal Court, the Kentucky Transportation 

Cabinet Office of Transportation Delivery, Oldham County organizations and businesses, and 

KIPDA.  The Local Oldham County Access Line (LOCAL) Transit Service currently operates two 

routes in Oldham County connecting with TARC park and ride locations, major employers, and 

everyday quality of life destinations from 6: 00 a.m. to 5:15 p.m. Monday through Friday.  More 

about this service can be found at http://www.hdbservicegroup.com/local_transit.html.  

 Oldham County Express Service ς Oldham County and TARC submitted a Congestion 

Mitigation/Air Quality application to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet in 2004 in hopes of 

being awarded funding for an express bus route from Oldham County to downtown Louisville.  

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet awarded the funds in 2005, 2006, and 2008.  On the first 

day, another bus had to be put into service as the number of riders was initially unanticipated.  

This particular route is still so successful that TARC continues it currently. More information 

about the route is available at 

http://www.ridetarc.org/searchbyroute.asp?Submit=GO&dolist=okdo&route=67.

 Park & TARC Lots ς TARC, in partnership with the City of Jeffersonville and KIPDA was able to 

construct a Park and TARC lot close to the corner of Ninth Street and VFW Boulevard.  The lot 

officially open and TARC service to it began in August 2009.  An additional lot is being funded in 

Oldham County.  It is expected to open in 2011.  Currently, there are over 40 Park and TARC lots 

in the KIPDA MPA.   

 Indiana Federal Section 5310 ς Staff has coordinated requests for agencies in Clark and Floyd 

counties on an annual basis for Federal Section 5310 administered by the Indiana Department of 

Transportation.  This has culminated in over $700,000 of Federal funds being awarded for the 

purchase of approximately 20 vehicles since 2006, specifically for the transport of older adults 

and persons with disabilities. 

 Kentucky Programming ς In the current FFY 2007 ς 2011 Transportation Improvement Program, 

over $70 million in Federal funds have been programmed for transit projects and programs in 

Kentucky.

 Louisville Bike Summit - Louisville Metro, partially sponsored by KIPDA, held a Bike Summit in 

February 2009.  A similar Pedestrian Summit was held in April 2008.  These events are 

culminating in a Louisville Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan, currently underway.  

 Education & Training ς Staff has attended a number of training and webinar sessions specifically 

focused on bicycle and/or pedestrian mode issues.  These are available from the Education & 

Training Table that begins on page 4.  

 Indiana Programming ς In the current FFY 2007 ς 2011 Transportation Improvement Program, 

over $8 million in Federal funds have been programmed for stand-alone bicycle and pedestrian 

projects in Indiana.  This figure does not include any larger roadway projects that may include 

bicycle and/or pedestrian facilities.  

 Kentucky Programming ς In the current FFY 2007 ς 2011 Transportation Improvement Program, 

over $89 million in Federal funds have been programmed for stand-alone bicycle and pedestrian 

projects in Kentucky.  This figure does not include any larger roadway projects that may include 

bicycle and/or pedestrian facilities.  

 Pedestrian Outreach ς Louisville Metro, partially sponsored by KIPDA, held a series of 

Pedestrian Workshops from April 16 through April 19, 2008 covering a range of topics, including 

Safe Routes to Schools, Pedestrian Facilities for Persons with Disabilities and Senior Citizens, and 

Safe Routes to Parks. 

 Application Assistance ς KIPDA staff has regularly assisted LPAs with the preparation of 

applications for bicycle and pedestrian facilities, including assisting Jefferson County Public 

Schools with Safe Routes to Schools applications; the City of Charlestown with Transportation 

Enhancement and Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality applications; the City of Jeffersonville with 

a Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality application; the City of Shively with Safe Routes to Schools 

applications; the City of Jeffersontown with Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality applications; and, 

has most recently met with the City of Douglass Hills, the City of Hillview, and the City of Shively 

to discuss upcoming application cycles.  

 Project Implementation ς Since 2006, a number of pedestrian and bicycle facilities have been 

constructed in the Louisville (KY-IN) MPA.  Some examples of projects implemented since 2006 

are phases of the Oldham County Bicycle and Pedestrian Trail, phases of the Charlestown 

Intercity Multimodal Facility, Safe Routes to School improvements in the City of Barbourmeade 

for Norton Elementary School, Seneca Loop improvements at the intersection of PeeWee Reese 

Road and Seneca Park Road, intersection and trailhead improvements at the intersection of 

Lexington Road and Grinstead Drive, a phase of the Ohio River Levee Trail (a portion of the 

Louisville Loop project), phases of the Riverwalk Trail along the Ohio River in Jeffersonville, 

Indiana, and striping bicycle lanes on several roadways as part of resurfacing projects, not to 

mention others.   
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PERFORMANCE MEASURES & DATA 

KIPDA has recently been enhancing performance measures used for the Metropolitan Transportation 

Plan (MTP).  The intent has been to incrementally introduce new performance measures through the 

update process.  As a result of the current MTP lapse and the urgency associated with the ensuing 

update, there will be a limited opportunity to fully incorporate existing performance measures.  

Originally, performance measures had been planned to be utilized in the update to Horizon 2030. Data 

collection for performance measures has begun.  Their incorporation is anticipated with the next major 

update to the MTP in 2014.  In the interim, KIPDA staff will be identifying additional performance 

measures, collecting and analyzing data associated with them, and working with the Transportation 

Technical Coordination Committee and the Transportation Policy Committee to develop applicable 

goals.

 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act ς With guidance from the Transportation Policy 

Committee, KIPDA staff assisted project sponsors with the identification of projects that could 

advance through the development process in a manner that would allow them to federally 

authorize ARRA funds by March 3, 2010. This process demonstrated the coordination and 

cooperation between several planning partners (local, state, and federal), and was an 

educational opportunity for all involved ς most particularly those agencies not familiar with the 

use of Federal funds. While the state Departments of Transportation and the project sponsors 

have ultimately been responsible for the advancement of the projects, the KIPDA MPO played 

an important role in coordinating the identification of projects, identifying and assisting in the 

collection of necessary documentation, monitoring project progress, and assisting both the 

project sponsors and the states in advancing projects. Throughout the process, KIPDA 

maintained the fiscal integrity of the program by diligent investigation and timely updates of 

project cost estimates. Late in the process, substitute projects were identified by the KIPDA 

MPO to replace those projects that encountered unanticipated barriers to completing project 

development before the March 3, 2010 deadline. Consultation and coordination between

 Project Management Database Upgrade ς Managing the volume of projects that comprise the 

Metropolitan Transportation Plan and the Transportation Improvement Program has been 

enhanced with the KIPDA Project Management Database. KIPDA staff has been working on 

improvements to the database so as to more easily meet the needs of the KIPDA staff, the 

Transportation Policy Committee, the Transportation Technical Coordinating Committee, and 

the public. Improvements have included a review and assessment of some of the database 

functions, streamlined database management, improved integration between projects and the 

KIPDA Project Information Form, and more ready access to project records. The Project 

Management Database continues to be a valuable tool in not only producing documents, but 

conducting analyses and managing the transportation projects in the area.

 LPAs and Project Development ς In the Louisville Metropolitan area, the effects of the 

American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA) reach far beyond the job creation and 

economic stimulus originally anticipated.  As member agencies labored to select viable 

candidates, KIPDA staff worked closely with the LPAs, KYTC, INDOT, and FHWA to determine 

eligibility, viability, and priority of many possible projects.  Through work by the TTCC and the 

TPC, projects were ultimately identified that met the criteria of the ARRA program.  Frequent

meetings with the project sponsors and other affected agencies brought together those who 

were instrumental in moving the projects forward, and many project sponsors were allowed to 

participate in a process of project development and agency approval that they had not 

previously experienced.  Becoming aware of Federal and State requirements has not simply 

enabled the sponsors to effectively complete ARRA projects.  It has brought the role of KIPDA in 

metropolitan transportation planning into sharper focus, and will also foster an atmosphere of 

teamwork and more effective project implementation in the future.  

 Louisville, KY-IN Federal-Aid Urban Area (FAUA) boundary updated in 2006 ς The Indiana 

portion of the Louisville, KY-IN Federal Aid Urban Area boundary, or adjusted urban area 

boundary, was updated in 2006 as part of a collaborative effort between affected local 

governments, KIPDA, and INDOT. The Kentucky portion of the FAUA boundary was previously 

updated in 2004. This latest update affected area roadway functional classifications, but not the 

MPA boundary. 

 Media Land Use Database ς KIPDA has continued development and update of the regional 

Media Land Use Database, an ArcView GIS-based decision support tool used to inform the 

socioeconomic forecasting process. Employment and housing information obtained from local 

media sources since the last Horizon 2030 update is catalogued and geocoded to the 

appropriate TAZs for use in the next plan forecast update.  

 Socio-Economic Data Collection and Analysis ς Socio-Economic data collection and analysis has 

been enhanced  through the establishment of new resources and a strengthening of the 

relationship with the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. KIPDA continues as an affiliate of the 

Kentucky State Data Center and participates as the lead agency for the U.S. Census BureauΩǎ 

Participant Statistical Areas Program.

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PART 450τPLANNING ASSISTANCE AND STANDARDS: SUBPART C ς 

Metropolitan Transportation Planning & Programming 

23 CFR 450.300 Purpose 

The purposes of this subpart are to implement the provisions of 23 U.S.C. 134 and 49 U.S.C. 5303, as 
amended, which: 

(a)  Sets forth the national policy that the MPO designated for each urbanized area is to carry 
out a continuing, cooperative, and comprehensive multimodal transportation planning 
process, including the development of a metropolitan transportation plan and a 
transportation improvement program (TIP), that encourages and promotes the safe and 
efficient development, management, and operation of surface transportation systems to 
serve the mobility needs of people and freight (including accessible pedestrian walkways 
and bicycle transportation facilities) and foster economic growth and development, while 
minimizing transportation-related fuel consumption and air pollution; and 

(b)  Encourages continued development and improvement of metropolitan transportation 
planning processes guided by the planning factors set forth in 23 U.S.C. 134(h) and 49 U.S.C. 
5303(h). 

23 CFR 450.302 Applicability 

The provisions of this subpart are applicable to organizations and entities responsible for the 
transportation planning and programming processes in metropolitan planning areas. 

23 CFR 450.304 Definitions 

Except as otherwise provided in subpart A of this part, terms defined in 23 U.S.C. 101(a) and 49 U.S.C. 
5302 are used in this subpart as so defined. 
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23 CFR 450.306 Scope of the Metropolitan Transportation Planning Process 
 (a)  The metropolitan transportation planning process shall be continuous, cooperative, and 

comprehensive, and provide for consideration and implementation of projects, strategies, 
and services that will address the following factors: 
(1)  Support the economic vitality of the metropolitan area, especially by enabling global 

competitiveness, productivity, and efficiency; 
(2)  Increase the safety of the transportation system for motorized and non-motorized 

users; 
(3)  Increase the security of the transportation system for motorized and non-motorized 

users; 
(4)  Increase accessibility and mobility of people and freight; 
(5)  Protect and enhance the environment, promote energy conservation, improve the 

quality of life, and promote consistency between transportation improvements and 
State and local planned growth and economic development patterns; 

(6)  Enhance the integration and connectivity of the transportation system, across and 
between modes, for people and freight; 

(7)  Promote efficient system management and operation; and 
(8)  Emphasize the preservation of the existing transportation system. 

(b)  Consideration of the planning factors in paragraph (a) of this section shall be reflected, as 
appropriate, in the metropolitan transportation planning process. The degree of 
consideration and analysis of the factors should be based on the scale and complexity of 
many issues, including transportation system development, land use, employment, 
economic development, human and natural environment, and housing and community 
development. 

(c)  The failure to consider any factor specified in paragraph (a) of this section shall not be 
reviewable by any court under title 23 U.S.C., 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53, subchapter II of title 5, 
U.S.C. Chapter 5, or title 5 U.S.C. Chapter 7 in any matter affecting a metropolitan 
transportation plan, TIP, a project or strategy, or the certification of a metropolitan 
transportation planning process. 

(d)  The metropolitan transportation planning process shall be carried out in coordination with 
the statewide transportation planning process required by 23 U.S.C. 135 and 49 U.S.C. 5304. 

(e)  In carrying out the metropolitan transportation planning process, MPOs, States, and public 
transportation operators may apply asset management principles and techniques in 
establishing planning goals, defining TIP priorities, and assessing transportation investment 
decisions, including transportation system safety, operations, preservation, and 
maintenance, as well as strategies and policies to support homeland security and to 
safeguard the personal security of all motorized and non-motorized users. 

(f)  The metropolitan transportation planning process shall (to the maximum extent practicable) 
be consistent with the development of applicable regional intelligent transportation systems 
(ITS) architectures, as defined in 23 CFR part 940. 

(g)  Preparation of the coordinated public transit-human services transportation plan, as 
required by 49 U.S.C. 5310, 5316, and 5317, should be coordinated and consistent with the 
metropolitan transportation planning process. 

(h)  The metropolitan transportation planning process should be consistent with the Strategic 
Highway Safety Plan, as specified in 23 U.S.C. 148, and other transit safety and security 
planning and review processes, plans, and programs, as appropriate. 
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(i)  The FHWA and the FTA shall designate as a transportation management area (TMA) each 
urbanized area with a population of over 200,000 individuals, as defined by the Bureau of 
the Census. The FHWA and the FTA shall also designate any additional urbanized area as a 
TMA on the request of the Governor and the MPO designated for that area. 

(j)  In an urbanized area not designated as a TMA that is an air quality attainment area, the 
MPO(s) may propose and submit to the FHWA and the FTA for approval a procedure for 
developing an abbreviated metropolitan transportation plan and TIP. In developing 
proposed simplified planning procedures, consideration shall be given to whether the 
abbreviated metropolitan transportation plan and TIP will achieve the purposes of 23 U.S.C. 
134, 49 U.S.C. 5303, and these regulations, taking into account the complexity of the 
transportation problems in the area. The simplified procedures shall be developed by the 
MPO in cooperation with the State(s) and public transportation operator(s).

The following are summaries of items from 450.306 that are not otherwise addressed in 450.308 
through 450.338.  
 
 The consideration and analysis of transportation system development relative to land use, 
employment, economic development, human and natural environment, and housing and 
community development is realized through various planning process steps, including: data 
collection and analyses, consultation with local land use planning agencies, state and local 
economic development organizations, and environmental resource agencies. Additional 
consultation occurs as defined in the Participation Plan through development of the MTP and 
the TIP. The data collection, analysis, and consultation has formed the basis for developing 
planning tools such as the Investment Areas used in the updating of the MTP, review and 
analysis of socio-economic data and subsequent application in the regional travel model, the 
Regional Priorities that identify a priority for advancing projects from the MTP into the TIP, Title 
VI analysis and outreach activities, the Community Outreach and Assessment Program for the 
Louisville (KY-IN) MPA for Title VI/Environmental Justice and other Communities of Concern 
document, Environmental Justice Community Impact Assessment process, and GIS analysis 
applications. 
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Coordination with the State Transportation Planning Process is realized through various 
components of the MPO planning process.  Both INDOT and KYTC are active participants on 
YLt5!Ωǎ ¢ǊŀƴǎǇƻǊǘŀǘƛƻƴ ¢ŜŎƘƴƛŎŀƭ /ƻƻǊŘƛƴŀǘƛƴƎ /ƻƳƳƛǘǘŜŜ ŀƴŘ ¢ǊŀƴǎǇƻǊǘŀǘƛƻƴ tƻƭƛŎȅ 
Committee.  On a day to day basis, there is coordination and cooperation; for example, the 
states and KIPDA work closely in the following areas: freight planning, identifying project 
priorities, sharing public outreach opportunities, and partnering in the administration of the 
MPO planning process.  Additional examples of partnership in the planning process include the 
use of GIS applications,  contributions to the INDOT HPMS database, the KYTC HIS and HPMS 
database, and the collection of other roadway information and data.  

 
KIPDA places an emphasis on utilizing existing infrastructure whenever possible.  Several 
planning activities and tools guide transportation investment decisions by analyzing: project 
priority in order to maximize limited resources; surrounding existing and planned land uses to

The Human Services Coordinated Transportation Plan has been coordinated with the MTP 
process through the inclusion of projects in the HSCTP in the MTP, and when ready for 
implementation, in the TIP.  The HSCTP was originally developed by the Transit Authority of 
River City (TARC), and the Regional Mobility Council, which is comprised of human service 
agencies, transportation providers, state and local government representatives, elected officials, 
and users.   
 
KIPDA has recently made efforts to become more involved with the safety programs conducted 
by both the KYTC and INDOT and to ōŜŎƻƳŜ ƳƻǊŜ ŦŀƳƛƭƛŀǊ ǿƛǘƘ ŜŀŎƘ ǎǘŀǘŜΩǎ {ǘǊŀǘŜƎƛŎ IƛƎƘǿŀȅ 
Safety Plan.  Meetings have been held with District office personnel and with the Indiana 
Criminal Justice Institute in efforts to obtain up-to-date crash information and to become a 
member of Road Safety Audit teams.  Specific staff members have been designated to 
coordionate efforts in each jurisdiction, and will assist LPAs both in identifying projects and in 
pursuing funding. 
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23 CFR 450.308   Funding for transportation planning and unified planning work 

programs 

 (a)  Funds provided under 23 U.S.C. 104(f), 49 U.S.C. 5305(d), 49 U.S.C. 5307, and 49 U.S.C. 5339 
are available to MPOs to accomplish activities in this subpart. At the State's option, funds 
provided under 23 U.S.C. 104(b)(1) and (b)(3) and 23 U.S.C. 105 may also be provided to 
MPOs for metropolitan transportation planning. In addition, an MPO serving an urbanized 
area with a population over 200,000, as designated by the Bureau of the Census, may at its 
discretion use funds sub-allocated under 23 U.S.C. 133(d)(3)(E) for metropolitan 
transportation planning activities. 

(b)  Metropolitan transportation planning activities performed with funds provided under title 
23 U.S.C. and title 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53 shall be documented in a unified planning work 
program (UPWP) or simplified statement of work in accordance with the provisions of this 
section and 23 CFR part 420. 

(c)  Except as provided in paragraph (d) of this section, each MPO, in cooperation with the 
State(s) and public transportation operator(s), shall develop a UPWP that includes a 
discussion of the planning priorities facing the MPA. The UPWP shall identify work proposed 
for the next one- or two-year period by major activity and task (including activities that 
address the planning factors in §450.306(a)), in sufficient detail to indicate who (e.g., MPO, 
State, public transportation operator, local government, or consultant) will perform the 
work, the schedule for completing the work, the resulting products, the proposed funding 
by activity/task, and a summary of the total amounts and sources of Federal and matching 
funds. 

(d)  With the prior approval of the State and the FHWA and the FTA, an MPO in an area not 
designated as a TMA may prepare a simplified statement of work, in cooperation with the 
State(s) and the public transportation operator(s), in lieu of a UPWP. A simplified statement 
of work would include a description of the major activities to be performed during the next 
one- or two-year period, who (e.g., State, MPO, public transportation operator, local 
government, or consultant) will perform the work, the resulting products, and a summary of 
the total amounts and sources of Federal and matching funds. If a simplified statement of 
work is used, it may be submitted as part of the State's planning work program, in 
accordance with 23 CFR part 420. 

(e)  Arrangements may be made with the FHWA and the FTA to combine the UPWP or simplified 
statement of work with the work program(s) for other Federal planning funds. 

(f)  Administrative requirements for UPWPs and simplified statements of work are contained in 
23 CFR part 420 and FTA Circular C8100.1B (Program Guidance and Application Instructions 
for Metropolitan Planning Grants).

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23 CFR 450.310   Metropolitan planning organization designation and redesignation. 
 (a)  To carry out the metropolitan transportation planning process under this subpart, a 

metropolitan planning organization (MPO) shall be designated for each urbanized area with 
a population of more than 50,000 individuals (as determined by the Bureau of the Census). 

(b)  MPO designation shall be made by agreement between the Governor and units of general 
purpose local government that together represent at least 75 percent of the affected 
population (including the largest incorporated city, based on population, as named by the 
Bureau of the Census) or in accordance with procedures established by applicable State or 
local law. 

(c)  Each Governor with responsibility for a portion of a multistate metropolitan area and the 
appropriate MPOs shall, to the extent practicable, provide coordinated transportation 
planning for the entire MPA. The consent of Congress is granted to any two or more States 
to: 
(1)  Enter into agreements or compacts, not in conflict with any law of the United States, for 

cooperative efforts and mutual assistance in support of activities authorized under 23 
U.S.C. 134 and 49 U.S.C. 5303 as the activities pertain to interstate areas and localities 
within the States; and 

(2)  Establish such agencies, joint or otherwise, as the States may determine desirable for 
making the agreements and compacts effective. 

(d)  Each MPO that serves a TMA, when designated or redesignated under this section, shall 
consist of local elected officials, officials of public agencies that administer or operate major 
modes of transportation in the metropolitan planning area, and appropriate State 
transportation officials. Where appropriate, MPOs may increase the representation of local 
elected officials, public transportation agencies, or appropriate State officials on their policy 
boards and other committees as a means for encouraging greater involvement in the 
metropolitan transportation planning process, subject to the requirements of paragraph (k) 
of this section. 

(e)  To the extent possible, only one MPO shall be designated for each urbanized area or group 
of contiguous urbanized areas. More than one MPO may be designated to serve an 
urbanized area only if the Governor(s) and the existing MPO, if applicable, determine that 
the size and complexity of the urbanized area make designation of more than one MPO 
appropriate. In those cases where two or more MPOs serve the same urbanized area, the 
MPOs shall establish official, written agreements that clearly identify areas of coordination 
and the division of transportation planning responsibilities among the MPOs. 

(f)  Nothing in this subpart shall be deemed to prohibit an MPO from using the staff resources 
of other agencies, non-profit organizations, or contractors to carry out selected elements of 
the metropolitan transportation planning process. 

(g)  An MPO designation shall remain in effect until an official redesignation has been made in 
accordance with this section. 

(h)  An existing MPO may be redesignated only by agreement between the Governor and units 
of general purpose local government that together represent at least 75 percent of the 
existing metropolitan planning area population (including the largest incorporated city, 
based on population, as named by the Bureau of the Census). 

(i)  Redesignation of an MPO serving a multistate metropolitan planning area requires 
agreement between the Governors of each State served by the existing MPO and units of 
general purpose local government that together represent at least 75 percent of the existing 
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metropolitan planning area population (including the largest incorporated city, based on 
population, as named by the Bureau of the Census). 

(j)  For the purposes of redesignation, units of general purpose local government may be 
defined as elected officials from each unit of general purpose local government located 
within the metropolitan planning area served by the existing MPO. 

(k)  Redesignation of an MPO (in accordance with the provisions of this section) is required 
whenever the existing MPO proposes to make: 
(1)  A substantial change in the proportion of voting members on the existing MPO 

representing the largest incorporated city, other units of general purpose local 
government served by the MPO, and the State(s); or 

(2)  A substantial change in the decisionmaking authority or responsibility of the MPO, or in 
decisionmaking procedures established under MPO by-laws. 

(l)  The following changes to an MPO do not require a redesignation (as long as they do not 
trigger a substantial change as described in paragraph (k) of the section): 
(1)  The identification of a new urbanized area (as determined by the Bureau of the Census) 

within an existing metropolitan planning area; 
(2)  Adding members to the MPO that represent new units of general purpose local 

government resulting from expansion of the metropolitan planning area; 
(3)  Adding members to satisfy the specific membership requirements for an MPO that 

serves a TMA; or 
(4)  Periodic rotation of members representing units of general-purpose local government, 

as established under MPO by-laws.

(a)  The boundaries of a metropolitan planning area (MPA) shall be determined by agreement 
between the MPO and the Governor. At a minimum, the MPA boundaries shall encompass 
the entire existing urbanized area (as defined by the Bureau of the Census) plus the 
contiguous area expected to become urbanized within a 20-year forecast period for the 
metropolitan transportation plan. The MPA boundaries may be further expanded to 
encompass the entire metropolitan statistical area or combined statistical area, as defined 
by the Office of Management and Budget. 

(b)  An MPO that serves an urbanized area designated as a nonattainment area for ozone or 
carbon monoxide under the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 et seq. ) as of August 10, 2005, 
shall retain the MPA boundary that existed on August 10, 2005. The MPA boundaries for 
such MPOs may only be adjusted by agreement of the Governor and the affected MPO in 
accordance with the redesignation procedures described in §450.310(h). The MPA boundary 
for an MPO that serves an urbanized area designated as a nonattainment area for ozone or 
carbon monoxide under the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 et seq.) after August 10, 2005 may 
be established to coincide with the designated boundaries of the ozone and/or carbon 
monoxide nonattainment area, in accordance with the requirements in §450.310(b). 

(c)  An MPA boundary may encompass more than one urbanized area. 
(d)  MPA boundaries may be established to coincide with the geography of regional economic 

development and growth forecasting areas. 
(e)  Identification of new urbanized areas within an existing metropolitan planning area by the 

Bureau of the Census shall not require redesignation of the existing MPO. 
(f)  Where the boundaries of the urbanized area or MPA extend across two or more States, the 

Governors with responsibility for a portion of the multistate area, MPO(s), and the public 
transportation operator(s) are strongly encouraged to coordinate transportation planning 
for the entire multistate area. 

(g)  The MPA boundaries shall not overlap with each other. 
(h)  Where part of an urbanized area served by one MPO extends into an adjacent MPA, the 

MPOs shall, at a minimum, establish written agreements that clearly identify areas of 
coordination and the division of transportation planning responsibilities among and 
between the MPOs. Alternatively, the MPOs may adjust their existing boundaries so that the 
entire urbanized area lies within only one MPA. Boundary adjustments that change the 
composition of the MPO may require redesignation of one or more such MPOs. 

(i)  The MPA boundaries shall be reviewed after each Census by the MPO (in cooperation with 
the State and public transportation operator(s)) to determine if existing MPA boundaries 
meet the minimum statutory requirements for new and updated urbanized area(s), and 
shall be adjusted as necessary. As appropriate, additional adjustments should be made to 
reflect the most comprehensive boundary to foster an effective planning process that 
ensures connectivity between modes, reduces access disadvantages experienced by modal 
systems, and promotes efficient overall transportation investment strategies. 

(j)  Following MPA boundary approval by the MPO and the Governor, the MPA boundary 
descriptions shall be provided for informational purposes to the FHWA and the FTA. The 
MPA boundary descriptions shall be submitted either as a geo-spatial database or described 
in sufficient detail to enable the boundaries to be accurately delineated on a map.
