SUBJECT: FY 2008 Work Program

Unified Planning Work Program.  They are:

We do not currently have firm budget figures from all sources in order to provide details on 
how many of the requested studies can be funded, staff hour distribution among work 
elements, or if changes will be required to reflect federal or state emphasis on particular 
tasks.  As more information becomes available, we will revise the document accordingly. 
 
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet requires that a draft document be provided by 
February 28th for state and federal review.  A final version must be submitted by the end of 
April.  
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3.6 Management and Operations Planning 
 
Objectives 
To encourage efficient management and operations of existing and planned 
infrastructure through the transportation planning process, thereby optimizing the 
performance of those facilities. 
 
To include management and operations strategies as part of long range plan and 
Transportation Improvement Program development in a manner that is consistent 
with federal requirements. 
 
To promote collaboration and coordination of management and operations 
activities among diverse public and private stakeholders and across multiple 
jurisdictions. 
 
Products 
• M & O stakeholder working group 
• M & O elements in the long range transportation plan and TIP 
• Documentation of the process to integrate new and existing materials and 

activities into M & O planning 
 
Methodology 
Management and operations planning is already included to some extent in the 
existing long range plan and TIP development, CMP, ITS, and other 
transportation planning processes. Staff will identify and integrate new 
stakeholders, goals and objectives, performance measures, data and collection 
plans, analysis tools, and strategy toolboxes with those of existing processes as 
appropriate.  
 
Previous Efforts 
Selected elements of management and operations planning have been part of 
KIPDA’s transportation planning process for some time.  
 
Relationship to Other Work Elements 
This element is most directly related to plan and TIP development, CMP, ITS, 
and intermodal planning, but affects other elements as well.

Describe the purpose of the short range study. 
 
Oldham County Planning and Zoning Bike, Pedestrian, and Greenway Master Plan:  
 
Oldham County is a growing community that strives to protect, enhance and promote, its natural 
environment, and its rural character; a greenway master plan that aims to identify natural corridors for the 
use of recreational mobility and connections to dedicated park land and non-recreational bike and pedestrian 
facilities, is pertinent to the forward movement of bicycle, pedestrian, and quality of life enhancements in the 
county.  
 
The Oldham County Mobility Assessment completed in 2005 identifies the Interurban Greenway Project as a 
priority bicycle and pedestrian project for the county; a 13.10 mile share-use path planned to extend from the 
city of LaGrange, KY to the city of Peewee Valley, KY adjacent to CSX Rail line along an abandoned 
Interurban rail line.  The route proved to be very expensive to complete, with estimated construction costs 
exceeding $2.9 million dollars.  The master plan completed for the Interurban Greenway Project, also did not 
provide alternative routes or alignments. A master plan that identifies feasible routes for bicycle and 
pedestrian use as well as recreational greenways that connect community sites, and park land, is needed for 
collaborative current and long range planning efforts in the county. 

 
What geographic area is to be covered by the study? 
 
The geographic area would include natural corridors north of I-71 in Oldham County; Harrods Creek, Ohio 
River Corridor, but would also encompass the entire Oldham County to establish other connections to the 
greenway by way of bicycle and pedestrian improvements along state and county thoroughfares.  

 
What is the total estimated cost to conduct the study and how much is being requested from KIPDA? 
 
The estimated cost is $80,000. (80% - $64,000 KIPDA and 20% - $16,000 local match)  
 
What are the anticipated start and completion dates for the study? 
The anticipated start date to begin consultant selection is July 2007, with the study beginning in September 
2007.

The study would be conducted utilizing consultant services.

The Transit Authority of River City (TARC) is seeking funds for an analysis of travel and mobility options in 
the northeastern corridor of Jefferson County and the proximate areas of Oldham County. TARC with support 
from Oldham County has provided express bus service along I-71 in the past two years and would like to 
capitalize on the success (over 50,000 annual riders) to explore ways to increase the people carrying 
capacity of the interstate.   
 
Essentially a feasibility study for implementing high occupancy vehicle lanes (HOV,) high occupancy toll lanes 
(HOT,) transit way lanes or other operating scenarios on I-71 is proposed. This study will look at ways to 
ensure that a range of mobility options can be implemented in the near-term as well as into the future. The 
study will focus on ways to improve the perceived value of transit, to improve transit travel time in the 
corridor and to shift trips from single occupant vehicles to transit or other high occupancy vehicles.   
 
The feasibility study will examine ways to improve travel in the corridor in the context of the National 
Strategy to Reduce Congestion on America’s Transportation Network. This initiative includes four strategies 
with an effective track record of reducing traffic congestion that include tolling, transit, telecommuting, and 
technology.

The Transit Authority of River City (TARC) is seeking funds to undertake a complete passenger activity 
survey with a boarding and alighting count on all stops on the majority of its routes. The last “on-off” count 
was completed in the summer of 2004. Since that time, TARC has adjusted its fare structure and had 
significant increases in ridership. For these reasons, an updated passenger activity survey needs to be 
completed. 
 
Previous passenger activity surveys utilized service checkers on-board the vehicle. This method results in high 
labor costs and a lengthy survey period. TARC would like to contract with a consulting firm or software 
company to install automatic passenger counters to complete the passenger activity survey. Automatic 
passenger counters can be installed on a portion of the fleet such that one route could be completely 
surveyed each day. Multiple routes could be surveyed when fleet requirements per route are small. It is 
desirable that these passenger counters be permanently installed and used in future years; however the 
technology will need to be integrated with other TARC systems and this requirement may cause cost 
variations so a permanent installation may not be feasible at this time.   
 
Permanent installation of passenger counters, and the data acquisition that would result, would benefit TARC 
and other agencies in many ways. Travel demand models would have greater geographic detail of transit 
ridership. Short range planning studies or neighborhood plans would be able to access this data to completely 
examine mobility needs.  The data would also greatly improve decision making relative to pedestrian 
infrastructure:  for example, clear evidence of high levels of pedestrian activity would make prioritizing sites 
simpler.

SUBJECT: Review and Prioritization of Kentucky CMAQ Applications  
 
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet has requested applications for the use of FY 
2008 Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) funding.  These are federal 
funds to be used for projects or programs that assist in achieving better air quality.  
Historically, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet received approximately 
$10,000,000 in CMAQ funding to use in non-attainment and maintenance areas 
throughout the state.  Since project selection is at the state’s discretion, there is no 
guarantee how much of that funding the Louisville non-attainment area will receive. 
 
Twelve project applications were submitted to KIPDA by sponsoring agencies.  A 
working group meeting was held on February 5 to review the projects and suggest 
priorities for the applications. SAFETEA-LU directs MPO’s and states to give priority 
to diesel retrofits and congestion mitigation activities that provide air quality 
benefits.  The working group reviewed the applications and used those criteria as 
well as the following to prioritize the applications: emissions reductions benefits, 
the benefit to the community, and how the projects affect the area regionally.  
 
At their meeting on February 14, the TTCC voted to recommend a list of priorities 
to TPC.  Attached is the list of recommended priorities for FY 2008 Kentucky 
CMAQ funds. The TPC is requested to approve a list of priorities that will 
accompany the CMAQ applications to KYTC.

SUBJECT: SAFETEA-LU Compliance 
 
 
At the July, 2006 TPC meeting it was reported to you about the upcoming planning 
issues and revisions to the TIP and Transportation Plan associated with SAFETEA-
LU Compliance. It was reported that on June 9, 2006, the US Department of 
Transportation issued a Notice of Proposed Rule Making concerning Statewide and 
Metropolitan Transportation Planning.  
 
Section 450.338 of the Proposed Rule, Phase in of New Requirements, (referred to 
as SAFETEA-LU Compliance) unless addressed by July 1, 2007, will impact the 
amendment of projects to the Horizon 2030 Transportation Plan and the 
Transportation Improvement Program.  Section 450.338 prescribes how the 
regulations of SAFETEA-LU are to be considered for both Plans and TIPs under 
development and those that have been adopted or will be adopted by July 1, 2007. 
The Horizon 2030 Transportation Plan and 2006-2008 Transportation Improvement 
Program were both adopted in November, 2005. 
 
In March 2007, a draft final report containing all reports presented, such as the 
enclosed, will be presented to the public. In April, and after TPC review of public 
comment, the TPC will be asked to consider and adopt the draft final report. Once 
adopted, the report will be forwarded to the FHWA and FTA for their review and 
compliance finding. 
 
Enclosed please find reports pertaining to the following issues: 
 

1. Current planning factors are to be revised as described in SAFETEA-LU   
 

2. The Transportation Improvement Program process and document are to be 
updated to meet requirements of SAFETEA-LU

SUBJECT: SAFTEA-LU Compliance: Planning Factors 
 
An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance concerns the revision / addition of 
Planning Factors. Planning factors are issues defined by the USDOT to be 
considered and addressed in the transportation planning process. KIPDA 
incorporates the Planning Factors in the Transportation Plan (Horizon 2030), 
the Transportation Improvement Program, and the Unified Planning Work 
Program. 
 
Safety and Security 
One of the seven planning factors defined in the previous legislation 
Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21) has been refined into 
two separate planning factors with the introduction of the new transportation 
act (Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: a Legacy 
for Users – SAFETEA-LU). The TEA-21 planning factor that read: “Increase the 
safety and security of the transportation system for motorized and non-
motorized users” 
 
The SAFETEA-LU revision of this Planning Factor now reads, 1.) "Increase the 
safety of the transportation system for all motorized and non-motorized users." and 
2.)  " Increase the ability of the transportation system to support homeland security 
and to safeguard the personal security of all motorized and non-motorized users." 
 
Economic Development 
Another of the seven planning factors identified in TEA-21 has been refined 
with the addition of language expanding its focus to include economic 
development issues.  As stated in TEA-21 the factor currently reads: “Protect 
and enhance the environment, promote energy conservation, and improve 
quality of life;” 
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The SAFETEA-LU revision of this Planning Factor now reads: “Protect and 
enhance the environment, promote energy conservation, and improve quality of 
life; and promote consistency of transportation plan and transportation 
improvements with State and local planned growth and economic development 
patterns;” 
 
The recommendation of KIPDA staff is to update the Horizon 2030 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan, the Transportation Improvement Program, and the Unified 
Planning Work Program to reflect the changes in the Planning Factors as required 
by SAFETEA-LU.  This would be accomplished by reviewing and updating the text 
in all three documents to ensure the revised Planning Factors have been 
appropriately addressed. This would be accomplished by the July 1, 2007 
SAFETEA-LU compliance deadline.  
 
It is also the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the TPC accept this report as 
an indication that the SAFETEA-LU Compliance issues associated with the 
addition of two new planning factors to the planning process have been 
addressed.

SUBJECT: SAFTEA-LU Compliance: Changes to the TIP 
 
An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance includes changes to the TIP in order 
to reflect a better understanding of funding priorities, the financial plan, project 
descriptions, and recognition of bicycle and pedestrian projects in the annual 
listing of projects. 
 
Funding Priorities 
Funding Priorities for the TIP are established through a multitude of techniques. 
Priority setting procedures, in some instances, are dependent upon the funding 
category used for a particular project. The priority setting in the TIP relies upon 
the Horizon 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan Regional Priorities, whether 
the project is a Transportation Control Measure, funding history, air quality 
impact, and a review of a project’s purpose and need. 
 
Regional Priorities 
Overall priority for projects in the Transportation Improvement Program is 
established through the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan. When 
projects in Horizon 2030 meet certain TPC criteria they are recognized as 
Regional Priority Projects. When projects advance to the TIP the Regional 
Priority Projects are identified as those projects which should receive funding 
priority. 
 
Transportation Control Measures 
Another consideration given to funding priority is the recognition of 
Transportation Control Measures (TCM) included in the State Implementation 
Plan for Air Quality (SIP). Federal regulations require that a TCM for a SIP be 
awarded funding priority and advance in a timely manner. A TCM is a 
transportation strategy that has been recognized by its ability to improve air 
quality and meets criteria established through the Clean Air Act Amendments 
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of 1990. While there are several strategies that improve air quality, for a TCM 
project to receive funding priority it must be included in the SIP.  
 
Project Impact and Purpose and Need / Funding History / Air Quality 
Within each funding category there are processes that recognize the purpose 
and need and impact the project may have on the region; whether the project 
has any funding history; and if the project is (at the time of review) included in 
the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan. A TTCC working group 
reviews, discusses, and reaches a consensus that takes on the form of a 
recommendation to the TTCC.  
 
• The STP-Urban funding program project priority is identified though the 

schedule of projects within each annual element (first year of the TIP). The 
scheduling of projects is based upon the project’s Regional Priority Project 
status (as defined through the Horizon 2030 Long Range Transportation 
Plan), if the project is a TCM, and a review and discussion by the TTCC 
working group, the TTCC, and the TPC. 

 
• Project priority for the Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) 

funding program is based upon, among other things, the anticipated impact 
a project will have on improving air quality. Additional factors, such as a 
project’s Regional Priority Project status, and regional impact are also 
considered. The TTCC working group develops a recommended numerical 
ranking for consideration by the TTCC, who in turn, forwards a 
recommendation to the TPC for their consideration, discussion and 
adoption. The TPC adopted CMAQ priority is forwarded to the respective 
states who then determine a statewide priority for projects requesting 
CMAQ funds.  

 
• Projects requesting the use of Transportation Enhancement funds are 

introduced to the TIP differently than other projects. Each project request is 
forwarded to the respective states who then request comments from the 
MPO Director. Because the Director is not authorized to reflect the interests 
of the TPC without their consent, the comments submitted reflect whether 
or not the project is in the current Transportation Plan and if it is a Regional 
Priority Project, and if the project has received funding in prior years. When 
the states provide an alternative to only the MPO Director providing  
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comment, the process for determining Transportation Enhancement will be 
revised. 

 
• Projects requesting Safe Routes to Schools funds follow the same 

procedure as the projects requesting Transportation Enhancement funds.  
Each project request is forwarded to the respective states who then request 
comments from the MPO Director. Because the Director is not authorized to 
reflect the interests of the TPC without their consent, the comments 
submitted reflect whether or not the project is in the current Transportation 
Plan and if it is a Regional Priority Project, and if the project has received 
funding in prior years. When the states provide an alternative to only the 
MPO Director providing comment the process for determining Safe Route to 
Schools funds will be revised. 

 
Financial Plan 
The current TIP has a financial plan that demonstrates the TIP’s fiscal 
reasonableness. The current TIP does not need additional revisions to meet the 
requirements of SAFETEA-LU Compliance. 
 
Project Descriptions 
Historically the TIP has included detailed project descriptions. The current 
project descriptions are more than adequate to meet SAFETEA-LU requirements 
and no changes are required. 
 
Annual List of Projects 
The TIP currently lists all previously obligated projects. This list has included 
bicycle and pedestrian projects. The listing will be revised to denote bicycle and 
pedestrian projects with the next update of the TIP. 
 
It is the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the TPC accept this report as an 
indication that the SAFETEA-LU Compliance issues associated with the TIP 
priorities, financial plan and project description have been addressed.

An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance concerns changing the name of the 
Congestion Management System (CMS) to the Congestion Management 
Process (CMP). 
 
The CMP (formerly referred to as the CMS) played an important role in the 
development of the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan update. The 
update took into consideration not only the quantitative but also the qualitative 
impacts of mitigating congestion through the use of non-capacity adding 
alternatives. The Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan document 
reference to the “CMS” will be updated to reflect the SAFETEA-LU language of 
“CMP” 
 
It is the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the Horizon 2030 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan, the Transportation Improvement Program, and the Unified 
Planning Work Program be updated to reflect the Congestion Management 
System to Congestion Management Process required by SAFETEA-LU. This will 
be completed by the July 1, 2007 deadline. 
 
It is also the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the TPC accept this report as 
an indication that the SAFETEA-LU Compliance issues associated with the 
revision of the title of the Congestion Management System to the Congestion 
Management Process has been addressed.

SUBJECT: SAFTEA-LU Compliance: Improve Existing Facilities 
 
An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance concerns including text in the 
Transportation Plan which focus on improving the performance of the existing 
transportation infrastructure. The improvement of system performance is a critical 
component of the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan that was adopted 
by the TPC in November, 2005. 
 
The Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan includes sections which 
contribute to a discussion concerning the performance of the existing transportation 
system. They are: 
 
1. Congestion Management Program 
2. Investment Areas 
3. Alternate Modes 
4. Project Types 
5. Financial Plan 
 
Congestion Management Program 
The Congestion Management Program (formerly Congestion Management System) 
is a planning tool intended to review the possible congestion mitigation impacts of 
alternate modes in place of or in unison with projects where additional capacity is 
identified as a means for relieving congestion.  One of the end products of the CMP 
is the improvement of the existing transportation system by analyzing, and when 
appropriate, modifying capacity adding projects with non-capacity adding 
alternatives. 
 
Investment Areas 
The Investment Areas provide for a linkage between transportation and land use. 
One of the advantages offered by the Investment Areas is in improving coordination 
between plan projects and the area and context which surrounds them. In each of 
the four Investment Area types emphasis was placed upon the recognition of future 
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land use and density and how to best reflect it in proposed projects for the Plan 
update. For example, recognizing limited opportunity for roadway expansion, the 
Established Investment Area type promotes alternate modes of transportation to 
address congestion and other issues. Alternate modes generally contribute to the 
preservation of the existing transportation system. 
 
Alternate Modes 
Alternate modes are one of the emphasis areas in the Horizon 2030 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan. Alternate modes generally contribute to the preservation of the 
existing transportation system. Throughout the Plan document, emphasis on 
alternate modes can be found in the Bicycle and Pedestrian Priority Corridors, 
Investment Areas, Regional Priorities, the Congestion Management Program, and 
the Plan projects themselves.  
 
Regional Priorities 
At the onset of the update process that culminated in the Horizon 2030 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan, the TPC identified a set of Regional Priorities that were 
intended to serve as guidelines for the update and proposed projects. Three of the 
six priorities were identified, in part, so as to place priority on preserving the existing 
transportation infrastructure. They are: 
 

• Congestion Management 
• Travel Demand Management 
• Alternate Modes 

 
Projects which meet the standards for being identified as priorities support the 
concept of improving traffic flow by maximizing the existing infrastructure. 
 
Project Type 
Recognizing the importance of understanding the intended purpose of the projects 
that are identified in the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan, each 
project has been classified into several project types. Of the over 450 projects listed 
in the Plan: 
 

• Maintenance:     Over 50 
• Traffic Flow / Operational Improvements: Over 150 

 
Maintenance and Traffic Flow / Operational Improvement projects are those project 
types that may limit impacts to surrounding geography and generally improve the 
ability of the existing traffic system to manage both existing and future congestion. 
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Of the over 150 Traffic Flow / Operational Improvement projects nearly 1/3 of them 
are stand alone bicycle, pedestrian, or transit improvements. 
 
Financial Plan 
The financial plan found in the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan 
includes the identification of funds for operating and maintaining roads, transit and 
alternate modes. Other projects which may contribute to maintaining the existing 
infrastructure (alternate modes, traffic flow, etc.) are also included in the financial 
plan for Horizon 2030. 
 
Based upon the numerous points within the existing Horizon 2030 Long-Range 
Transportation Plan it is proposed that the language sought in this compliance 
measure exists within the Plan document and that no further language is required. 
The update of Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan will include a section 
devoted to explaining and documenting how the issue of maximizing existing 
infrastructure is achieved.  
 
It is the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the TPC accept this report as an 
indication that the SAFETEA-LU Compliance issues associated with the inclusion of 
a discussion and projects associated with operational and management strategies 
that improve the performance of existing transportation facilities have been 
addressed.

SUBJECT: SAFTEA-LU Compliance: Consultation 
 
An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance requires that the Transportation 
Plan and Transportation Improvement Program consult with various agencies 
during the update of these two documents. A draft Participation Plan has been 
written that identifies the agencies that would be involved in future 
consultation activities for updates of the Transportation Plan and the TIP. 
At a minimum, consultation is to occur with: 
 

• Clean Air Agencies 
• State and local agencies for natural resources 
• State and local agencies for land use management 
• Environmental protection, conservation, and historic preservation 

 
In the development of the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan 
considerable consultation occurred with land use management agencies. Clean 
air agencies were provided the opportunity to review the draft Transportation 
Plan through their membership on KIPDA committees. Further review was 
conducted of historic preservation, environmental and natural resource planning 
activities. The findings of the review was recognized in the update process. 
 
Natural resource, historic preservation, and environmental protection agencies 
will be afforded the opportunity to review the current Horizon 2030 
Transportation Plan. Should they identify significant issues relating to their area 
of expertise, a process will be defined to consider and reflect those issues in 
either Horizon 2030 Transportation Plan or its update, to be completed in the 
fall / winter months of 2009. 
 
KIPDA staff is in the process of drafting a scope of work for the full update of 
the Transportation Plan to be presented to the TPC for review and approval. 
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This will include consultation opportunities with the SAFETEA-LU required 
agencies as well as a discussion of policy level environmental issues and 
associated mitigation measures.  
 
Substantive consultation occurred as part of the update process that resulted 
in the current Horizon 2030 Transportation Plan that was adopted by the TPC 
in November, 2005. Taking into consideration that the Transportation Plan is a 
“project based” document (as opposed to “policy based”), and the 
Transportation Improvement Program is a direct subset of the Transportation 
Plan from which Transportation Improvement Program projects must originate, 
it is reasonable to assume that the consultation efforts undertaken for the 
Transportation Plan will address the consultation needs of the TIP. Therefore it 
is the recommendation of KIPDA staff that further consultation take place as 
defined above for the Horizon 2030 Transportation Plan and by association, the 
TIP.  This would be accomplished by the July 1, 2007 deadline. 
 
It is also the recommendation of KIPDA staff that the TPC accept this report as 
an indication that the SAFETEA-LU Compliance issues associated with the 
consultation activities related to the update of the Transportation Plan have 
been addressed.

An element of the SAFTEA-LU Compliance requires that the Transportation 
Plan reflect the goals of the Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP). Since the 
Louisville (Ky-In) MPO planning boundaries encompass portions of both Indiana 
and Kentucky the goals of each state’s SHSP are to be reflected in the Horizon 
2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan. 
 
Both the states of Indiana and Kentucky Strategic Highway Safety Plans have 
goals to reduce the number of traffic fatalities in each state. The goals for each 
state read: 
 
“Reduce traffic fatalities to .98 per 100 Million-Vehicles Traveled (HMVMT) in 2008 
and .92 HMVMT in 2010” – Strategic Highway Safety Plan, Indiana 
 
“To reduce the number of highway fatalities to no more than 700 by December 31, 
2008” – Strategic Highway Safety Plan, Kentucky 
 
The update of the Horizon 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan was 
completed with the safety information that was available at the time of the 
update. 
 
Regional Priorities 
The Transportation Policy Committee took strides to recognize the importance 
of improving safety for transportation users. Regional Priorities were 
established by the TPC. The Regional Priorities were instituted in order to 
recognize certain impacts projects and programs will make toward improving 
the transportation system. Each project that met any of the six Regional 
Priorities was awarded Regional Priority status giving those projects both 
scheduling priority in the Horizon 2030 and funding priority in the

SUBJECT: Review of STP-Urban Projects for the FY 2007 – FY 2011 
 Transportation Improvement Program  
 
 
Staff is currently in the process of updating the FY 2007 – FY 2011 Transportation 
Improvement Program for the Louisville and Southern Indiana Metropolitan Planning 
Area.  As you know, the TIP is comprised of many transportation projects using 
various funding sources.  Most of the projects for the TIP are submitted by the two 
state departments of transportation, INDOT and KYTC, but nearly all projects 
programmed for the use of STP-Urban funding are originated by local governments.   
 
Working groups of the TTCC met to review the current projects programmed for 
STP-Urban funds on January 18 for Kentucky projects and January 19 for Indiana 
projects.  The groups also reviewed new projects and drafted a program of projects 
through the year 2011.  The TTCC reviewed the projects and voted to recommend 
them to TPC for programming.  
 
Staff is requesting the TPC to approve Kentucky and Indiana STP-Urban projects to 
be programmed in the FY 2007 – FY 2008 Transportation Improvement Program.  
 
Action is requested.
