The proposed project segment lies in a HUD-designated
lower income area and is also identified as a KIPDA Title VI - Environmental Justice Area and listed as a KIPDA Bicycle &
Pedestrian Priority Corridor. Several years ago, the City reconstructed the portion of E. Main street between Vincennes
Street and East Street using local/state funding.

FY 2024 Construction phase with BRO funds:
